Wildlife in Autumn
Bring your bee hotel into an unheated shed or garage during the autumn and winter to protect it from damp and wet weather. If you don't have either then a porch or any covered area will do. It is damp not cold that destroys larvae.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]Bonfire piles are very attractive to nesting hedgehogs, so it’s best to build and burn bonfires on the same day to avoid tragedy.  If this isn’t possible gently search through the bonfire with a rake or spade before burning to make sure any wildlife can escape, or move the pile before you set it alight.
